The Fall Recitals are scheduled for 
Friday and Saturday, December 6 and 7, 2024.

The registration fee is due when the registration 
form is turned in.  The deadline is July 1, 2024.  
Registrations will be taken after that date based 
on availability.  Tuition is payable by the semester 
either in one complete payment or divided into 
two parts at the beginning and mid-semester.  
The tuition fee is due on or before the first week of 
instruction, August 19, 2024.
